GOLF INFORMATION LETTER

2008 ANNUAL ADVANCE GREEN FEE CARDS, LOCKER AND CLUB
STORAGE FEES DUE BY 1 APRIL 2008: All advance green fees, locker fees and club
storage fees EXPIRED on 31 Mar 08. New annual green fee cards are from 1 April 08 to 31 Mar 09.
Annual fees may be paid in the following manner: 1) payment in full; 2) all active duty military can
pay in six (6) equal payments, a payment due every 30 days; and 3) other eligible patrons can pay in
four (4) equal payments, a payment every 30 days.

ATTENTION ALL CIVILIAN ADVANCED GREEN FEE CARD HOLDERS: All
current civilian green fee card holders are reminded that they will require a current Vandenberg Air
Force Base badge or a letter from their employer verifying their employment on Vandenberg AFB.
Annual green fees expired on 31 Mar 08, so remember NO BADGE/LETTER, NO ANNUAL GREEN
FEE CARD.

SNACK BAR GRILL HOURS OF OPERATION: Effective 9 Mar, the golf course snack bar
grill and fryer is remaining open until 1700 hours, the snack bar until 1800 hours Tuesday through
Friday; on the weekends the grill and fryer will close at 1800 and the snack bar until 1900 hours.
Snacks, cold sandwiches, hot dogs, and beverages will be served until closing.

MARSHALLIA RANCH SCRAMBLE: Entry forms for the Marshallia Ranch Scramble on 13-
15 June will be available 22 April 2008 for local golfers only. On 1 May, the tournament will be
opened to all other ELIGIBLE golfers and guests until a total of 132 slots are filled.

Included in the tournament
is 3 rounds of golf, 3 lunches, (sandwich and drink during the 3 rounds); on Friday cocktails with
light hors d” oeuvres immediately following play, (Friday’s play is a shotgun start event at 1300); a
barbecue dinner on Saturday with a guest; tee prizes for all participants and a chance to win many
prizes including over $1,000 worth of door prizes.
