Saturday and Sunday 
it is 1 to 5:45.  Cost is $2 for adults age 15 yrs and older. 
Cost is $1 for children 14 yrs and under. Summer pool 
passes are good for open swimming programs only.

• Children 10 years of age and younger must be accompanied 
by an adult (18 years or older) while visiting the center.

•  All toddlers (those not potty trained) are required to wear 
swim diapers. Lifeguards have the right to deny access to 
those who do not comply.

•  Only children 6 years of age and younger are allowed in the tot 
pool. An adult must be present in the tot area with the child.

•  Children 6 years of age and younger are allowed in the main 
pool, but must be accompanied by an adult while in the water 
and be within arms reach of the adult in the water. 

•  All children 14 years of age and younger must pass a swim 
test in order to swim in the deep end. The lifeguard adminis-
ters this test.

•  A 10-minute break will be called every hour. Swimmers 15 
years and older may remain in the water during break time.
